1. Review of Policing Priorities:

1.1 Members are reminded that, under the terms of the Service Level Agreement for PCSOs
between Wrexham County Borough Council and North Wales Police, each town/community
council is invited to agree with their PCSOs 3 priorities for their area for the ensuing 3
months.

e Combat general anti-social behaviour issues in the First Avenue/Wheatsheaf Lane
areas

e To take action to deal with the problem of abandoned vehicles on privately owned
land in Plas Alyn, Summerhill, under the provision of the Anti-social Behaviour, Crime
and Policing Act 2014.

Gwersyllt-wide priority

o Tackle the problem of dog fouling and litter, working in consultation with the County
Borough Council’s Enforcement Officers
